Q: I need to bar code my product.
What do | have to do?

A. You need to join GS1 New Zealand
and acquire a membership number.
This pre!x allows you to identify

your products with internationally
unigue numbers represented in

bar code form.

Q: How many numbers do | get?

A. However many you require, they
come in blocks of 100, 1,000, 10,000
or 100,000. We donOt allocate your
individual numbers. You allocate
your own product numbers and add
them to your membership number.

Q: Can | have just one bar code
number?

A. No, the minimum block of
numbers you can buy is 100.

Q: Do you provide me with the
actual bar codes or how do | go
about it?

A. No, we just deal with the

numbers, there is a list of Alliance
Trade Partners on our website. The
list will be included in your New
Members Welcome Pack (on joining);
these organisations can help you out
with the printing of bar codes.

Q: Do you keep a register of the
numbers | have assigned to my
products?

A. No, we recommend you keep an
up-to-date record of the numbers
you have assigned to your products.

Q: Does the membership number
indicate country of origin of the
product?

A. No, the 2- or 3-digit country
pre!x at the start of the member
number (e.g. 940, 941 or 942 for
New Zealand) only indicates the
country of membership. There is
no requirement for an organisation
to be a member of GS1 in the
country in which the goods

are manufactured. See the GS1
International website for a full list of
International members.

Q: When do | need to change the bar
code numbers?

A. The term Oproduct changesO
means any change or improvement
during the life of a product, decided
by the manufacturer of the product.
In the cases described below, the
assumption is made that the OnewO
product replaces the old one.
Should the manufacturer decide to
create a variant (e.g. with di$erent

ingredients) in parallel with the
standard product, a separate unique
number has to be allocated.

Minor product changes or
improvements do not require

the allocation of a di$erent GTIN.
Examples: label artwork redesign,
minor product description change
with contents unchanged, minor
ingredients change. When the
product changes a$ect the product
guantity, the product dimensions,
the packaging type, the product
name or brand, or the product
description, a separate unique
number (GTIN) must be allocated.
